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- GARBAGE PICKUP RULES -
The "Buzzards" of Seven Coves have found our garbage that is in plastic bags. These birds are large enough to
drag the bags around and tear into them. It makes quite a mess and is an eyesore for our community. We
suggest you put all plastic bags in a metal garbage can to prevent this mess from happening.
Collection dates are Tuesdays and Fridays
No bags more than 401bs - limit of 15 bags, containers or bundles per collection.
Brush - any cuttings or trimmings from trees, shrubs, etc. must be secured tightly, not to exceed four feet in
length and a total weight of 40 Ibs.
Bulky Waste collection is done on Fridays. Bulk waste is white goods (refrigerators/freezers which have CFCs
removed by a certified tech., stoves & ranges, water heaters and other similar appliances, swing sets & bikes
with tires removed), furniture, and other oversized wastes which are customary to ordinary housekeeping
operations of a residential Unit and whose large size precludes or complicates its handling by normal solid waste
collection, processing or disposal methods.
