What Is HIN1 Flu?

HINT1 is a new influenza virus causing illness in people. The virus was first detected in people in the U.S. in April,
2009. The virus spreads from person to person in much the same way as seasonal influenza viruses. Symptoms of
HINTI flu in people appear to be similar to those of regular seasonal flu and include:

« fever of more than 100 degrees Fahrenheit
« cough

+ sore throat

« muscle aches

+ headache
o chills
« fatigue

« diarrhea (not common)
+ vomiting (not common)

Prevention of HIN1 flu

If you received an annual seasonal flu shot, it will not protect you from the HIN1 flu virus. Likewise, the HIN1
vaccine will not protect you from seasonal or other forms of the flu. You need both the seasonal flu vaccination and the
HINT vaccination.

You can take several precautions to help limit the spread of the HINTI flu:

« Cut back on nonessential travel and social gatherings

« HINI flu is spread by coughing or sneezing. Avoid close contact with people who are sick. Stay 3-6 feet away,
where possible.

« Stay home if you are sick; keep your family members home if they are sick.

« Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing or sneezing; dispose of the tissue in the trash after
using it.

« Clean your hands with soap and water or use an alcohol-based hand sanitizer.

« Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth

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SOUR CREAM POUND CAKE

Ingredients:

1/2 b (2 sticks) butter
+ 3 cup sugar
1 cup sour cream
« 3 cup flour
+ 1/2 teaspoon baking soda
+ 6 large eggs

+ 1 teaspoon vanilla
Directions:

Preheat oven to 325 degrees.

In a large mixing bowl, combine and cream the butter, sugar, and add the sour cream. Sift the baking soda
and flour together. Add the sifted flour to the creamed mixture alternating with eggs, beating each egg one at
a time. Add the vanilla and pour the mixture into a greased and floured 10- inch tube pan. Bake for 1 hour 20
minutes.

Yield: 8 to 10 servings
Preparation time: 25 minutes
Cooking time: 1 hour 20 minutes

New Texas Driving Laws beginning September 1, 2009

Texas drivers, do you use your cell phone while driving through a school zone? A new
law prohibits this beginning September 1, 2009. Fines up to $200.

HB 537 requires all occupants of a vehicle, no matter their age, fo be secured by a safety belt, no
matter where they are seated in the vehicle.

SB 61 amends the existing statute regarding child passenger safety seats. The bill requires that any
child younger than 8 years of age be restrained in an approved child passenger safety seat unless the
child is at least 4 feet, 9 inches in height. The fine is no more than $25 for a first offense and $250
for a second offense. The law also creates a new court cost for conviction of an offense under this
section o be collected and used by TxDOT to buy safety seats for low income families. The law
becomes effective on Sept. 1, 2009, but tickets for this offense cannot be issued until June 1, 2010.
Police officers are allowed to issue a warning before that date.
